• DO NOT ADD ANY FLUIDS OR SOLIDS TO YOUR UNIT. THE AIR SPACE AT THE TOP 
OF THE VESSEL HAS BEEN PROVIDED TO ALLOW FOR EXPANSION. 

• USE ONLY FINE GLASS CLEANER AND A SOFT CLOTH TO CLEAN THE SURFACE, 
ALWAYS UNPLUG IT BEFORE CLEANING. 

• ALWAYS OPERATE THE UNIT ON A FIRM STATIONARY SURFACE.  

• PLACE THE CAP(C) ON TOP OF THE BOTTLE TO COMPLETE. 

• POSITION THE BODY (B) ON THE BASE (A) AND MAKE SURE 
IT IS STEADY. 

• RE-CENTER THE BULB IF NECESSARY. IT IS IMPORTANT 
THAT THE BULB IN THE UNIT’S BASE BE COMPLETETLY 
CENTERED AND TIGHTENED. THE BULB AND SOCKET 
MIGHT HAVE BEEN SLIGHTLY MOVED DURING SHIPPING.IF 
SO, GENTLY PUSH THE SOCKET WITH YOUR FINGERS TO 
RE-CENTER IT.  MAKE SURE THAT THE UNIT IS 
UNPLUGGED BEFORE TOUCHING IT. 

• USE ONLY 25 WATT TYPE R39 FROSTED BULB FOR 
REPLACEMENT. VARIANCE IN BULB SIZE OR WATTAGE 
WILL PRODUCE UNSATISFACTORY OPERATION, FIRE OR 
BREAKAGE OF THE GLASS VESSEL. 

• ASSEMBLE THE UNIT ON A FLAT AND CLEAN SURFACE. 
• CAREFULLY UNPACK THE UNIT FROM THE BOX. 

• PLUG IN AND TURN THE SWITCH ON.
