Read Instructions - All the safety and operating instructions should be read before the product
is operated.

Choose unit installation location carefully. Avoid placing it in direct sunlight or close to a source
of heat. Also avoid locations subject to vibrations and excessive dust, cold or moisture. Keep
away from sources that hum, such as transformers or motors.

Do not open the cabinet as this might result in damage to the circuitry or electrical shock, if a
foreign object should get into the set, contact your dealer.

Be sure not to handle discs with dirty fingers. Never insert a disc that has a crack on the
surface.

When removing the power plug from the wall outlet, always pull directly on the plug, never pull
the cord.

To keep the laser pickup clean, do not touch it, and do not forget to close the disc tray.

Do not attempt to clean the unit with chemical solvents as this might damage the finish. Use a
clean, dry cloth.

Keep this manual in a safe place for future reference.

Beware of Condensation

When the radio is moved from a cold or warm place, or is used after a sudden temperature change,
there is a danger of condensation. Water vapor in the air could condense on the mechanism. To
prevent this, if you are going to use the radio in a condition where condensation could occur, you
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ould leave the radio for 1 or 2 hours after plugging it into an AC outlet depending on the amount
condensation. If this is done, the radio will stabilize at the temperature of its surroundings.

Handling a record, tape or compact Disc

Compact Disc

Handing the Discs:

This “”meas been designed specifically for sound reproduction from compact discs bearing the

mark s s .

No other discs can be used.

® Always place the compact disc in the disc tray with the label facing upward. (Compact discs can
be played only on one side).

® Toremove a disc from its storage case, press down on the centre of the case and lift the disc
out, holding it carefully by the edge.

® Fingerprints and dust should be carefully wiped off the disc recorded surface with a clean cloth
(not included).

® Never use chemicals such as: record sprays, anti-static sprays or fluid, benzene or thinner to
clean compact discs. Such chemicals will do irreparable damage to the disc's plastic surface.

® Discs should be returned to their cases after use to avoid serious scratches that could cause the

laser pick up to skip.

Do not expose discs to direct sunlight or high humidity and temperature for extended periods.

Do not stick paper or write anything with a ballpoint pen on the surface of the label side.

Do not use irregular shaped CD's (octagonal, heart-shape, etc.), all of which can damage the

unit.

2. The silver screw protects the phonograph chassis during transportation. If the speed of your
phonograph seems slow or you hear a rubbing sound, adjust the screw with a coin to correct the
balance of the turntable.




How to Replace the Turntable Stylus

Removing old stylus

1. Set a screwdriver at the tip of the stylus and push down to the direction

"A".

2. Remove the stylus by pulling it down and forward.

Installing a new stylus

1. Hold the tip of the stylus and insert the other edge by pressing in the

direction "B".

2. Push up in the direction "C" until it locks at the tip.

Basic Operation

3. Press button all the way to end playback and eject Tape.




Listening to a CD

enter into CD door, or the unit do not play CD.
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2. Open the tray by pressing the OPEN/CLOSE button.
Then put the CD on the tray.
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3. Press OPEN/CLOSE button to close the tray, then
press PLAY/PAUSE button to start playing the CD.
